NMCP On-Base

Programs
Navy College sponsors three education programs at NMCP:

1. Tidewater Community College (TCC) offers courses leading toward their AAS in Nursing and health related courses.

2. Saint Leo University (SIU) offers courses leading toward their AA in liberal arts and their BA in Business Administration with a specialization in Health Services Management.

3. Troy University (TU) offers courses leading toward their Master of Science in Management with a concentration in Healthcare.
CLEP Exams at NMCP
Navy College Office is now offering CLEP and DSST exams.  They will be offered on the following Tuesdays at 0800 on 14 & 21 September.
No sign up is needed to take the exams, and there is no requirement to be in uniform.   Examinees must bring their ID card.  Exams are offered on a first come, first served basis.  Examinees must show up NLT 0800.  CLEPs/DSSTs are offered FREE of charge to active duty and active reservists only.  We can only test active duty and active reservists.
The following exams are available:

CLEP GENERALS

English Composition, Social Sciences & History, Natural Sciences, Humanities, and College Mathematics (students may bring a non-programmable, scientific calculator for math).
CLEP SUBJECT
Analyzing & Interpreting Lit, College Algebra (students may bring a non-programmable, scientific calculator), Freshman College Composition, U. S. History I, U. S. History II, Information Systems & Computer Applications, Introductory Psychology, Introductory Sociology, and Principles of Management.
DSSTs are available in over 30 subject areas such as Health, Ethics, Anthropology, Geology, Civil War, Principles of Supervision, and much more.  Contact our office for a complete list.

SAT Exam Coming to NMCP
The SAT exam will be administered at 0800 Tuesday 28 September.  No appointment is needed to take the exam; however, first come, first serve.  We can only test 15 individuals.

The Navy funds one free SAT or ACT.
You do not need to be in uniform to take the exam.  The SAT lasts approximately four hours.
TCC October classes
Tidewater Community College offers a few classes during their October-December 2004 term.

The term starts 14 October and ends 10 December; registration ends 13 October.

Here at NMCP, the following classes will be offered:

HIS 122, U.S. History II, on Saturdays 0800-1330

PSY 235, Child Psychology, on Mondays & Wednesdays 1700-1945.

TCC will administer their math and English placement exams for FREE here at NMCP on a monthly basis.  The exam is FREE to ALL PERSONNEL (active duty, civilians, contractors, family members, guests, etc.).  Exam costs $5 at the campus.

Both portions (math/Engl) last 2 ½ hours.  There is no need to make an appointment; however, late arrivals will NOT be admitted.  Please show up 15 minutes prior to test time.  Active duty personnel do not need to be in uniform.

The math/Engl placement exam will be given at 0900 and again at 1200 on Friday 03 September.

Evaluated Degree Plan Required

After utilizing the Navy’s Tuition Assistance (TA) program five times (no matter if at a previous duty station), students are required to have an “evaluated” degree plan.  This degree plan is developed by the college after the college has evaluated the SMART and previous college credits (if applicable).  The degree plan lists all the classes required for the degree/certificate and what the student still needs to accomplish to earn the degree/certificate.  Once the student has received five TA authorizations, the Navy will NOT fund additional until the evaluated degree plan is delivered to our office.  We will grant current students three months to acquire the evaluated degree plan.  The Navy College Office will assist students in this endeavor.

No Late TA documents Accepted

Remember, effective 01 January 2002, the Navy College Office can NO longer accept late Tuition Assistance (TA) applications.  Once late registration is over (or regular registration if the school does not have a late registration period), no TA applications can be approved.  There are no waivers for this.  Please plan to do your TA early.  Remember, it takes Navy College Office one day to process your TA applications (once your command has approved it).  Sometimes it takes longer if there are problems (such as grades missing, money owed, etc.).  Please plan accordingly.

Educational Opportunity Center

The EOC was established in Hampton Roads in 1979 and has served well over 40,000 individuals.  The EOC has a staff of professional counselors with many years of experience.  The EOC is a federally funded program. EOC services are FREE and OPEN TO ANYONE (active duty, reservists, retirees, family members, civilians, etc.).  Family members can come together if desired.

The EOC can provide interest inventories to see which career fields you may be interested in; counseling on local colleges and universities; and financial aid counseling by assisting in filling out the Free Application for Financial Student Aid (FAFSA) and giving students scholarship web sites.  An EOC counselor can assist you with either the paper-and-pencil version of the FAFSA form or the internet-based form.  Students will receive instantaneous feedback from the internet-based version while the paper and pencil version takes five to six weeks to receive feedback.

Because the EOC must report statistics to the Department of Education, personnel seeking the EOC’s assistance MUST PROVIDE INCOME DOCUMENTATION.  If you have worked and filed taxes in 2003, you must bring a copy of your 2003 1040 tax return.  If you worked but did not file taxes, please bring a copy of your 2003 W2 form.

The EOC is located in downtown Norfolk at 121 College Place, Suite 200, 683-2312.  You may contact Mr. Darryl Greenwell (see page 3) to make an appointment for when he provides outreach to NMCP.
