College Orien Briefing

The Navy College Office at NMCP has instituted a new briefing entitled “College Orientation.”  The purpose of this briefing is to target folks who are interested in attending college, but who are unsure what opportunities are available and/or how to get started.  Topics for discussion include terminology (such as accreditation, SOCNAV, General Education Requirements, and evaluated degree plans); how to obtain different sources of college credit; what is offered here at NMCP; and the process of getting enrolled in college.

This one-hour briefing is OPEN TO ALL PERSONNEL (active duty, family members, reservists, retirees, and civilians).  No reservations are required, and active duty personnel do NOT have to be in uniform.  More information is found on Pages 6 and 7.

Univ of Phoenix Brief

The Navy College Office will be conducting another University of Phoenix briefing on Wednesday 13 Feb 1000-1200.  The briefing will be held in bldg 272, room 152.  No appointment is necessary.  University of Phoenix offers an AA degree.  Service-members may choose a Profes-sional Focus if they have college credit in that specialty of work.  Students need a minimum of 15 SH in a related field to qualify for one of the Professional Focus options.  The brief will cover the AA degree focus options, assist students in determining how close they are to the degree, what students need to do to complete the degree, and cost of degree.  Students must bring a copy of their SMART and previous college transcripts (if applicable).

St. Leo Univ

St. Leo’s next eight week semester (Spring II term) will run from 25 March to 18 May.  Registration will start Wed 27 Feb and end Wed 20 Mar. See page 3 for the days/times the St. Leo NMCP representative, Mr. Moises Mina, provides educational outreach.

St. Leo charges $112 per SH.  For active duty personnel utilizing Tuition Assistance (TA), the members 25 percent will be $84 per course.

St. Leo University is popular because of the following reasons:  (1) they offer accelerated courses which are 8 weeks; (2) they accept non-traditional college credit such as military schools/rate, CLEP exams, etc; (3) they offer classes on most Hampton Roads military installations; (4) they provide counseling and registration at most military installations; and (5) they have exceptional customer service.  St. Leo University’s program allows for quicker degree completions.  Most individuals using their SMART transcript and/or a little previous college can finish their associate degree in one year.  Students can complete their bachelor’s degree in a shorter amount of time as well.

Here at NMCP, St. Leo offers general education courses which are required for all degrees and courses leading to their B.A. degree in Health Services Management.

        TCC

Tidewater Community College has courses which start 07 March and end 08 May.   Registration is ongoing until classes start.  At NMCP, TCC will offer ENG 111 – English Composition II and PSY 235 – Child Psychology.

The TCC NMCP representative, Mr. Fred Jeffcoat, provides outreach on Mondays 0900-1300.

Troy State Univ

Troy State University (TSU) offers the following master’s degrees in the Hampton Roads area:  Master of Science in Management (MSM); Master of Public Administration (MPA); Master of Science in Human Resources Management (MSHRM); Master of Business Administration (MBA); and Master of Education (MED).  At NMCP, TSU offers the MSM degree with a concentration in Healthcare Management.  The degree can be completed in as little as one year!  For more information, contact the TSU rep (see page 3).  

TA/Pay Checkages

It has come to our attention that quite a few of our students who are using Tuition Assistance (TA) are receiving pay checkages.  Doing the following will greatly reduce the chances of getting a pay checkage:  (1) turn in your grades to the Navy College Office after completion of EACH semester/term; (2) do not ignore any correspondence from NETPDTC (Naval Education and Training Professional Development and Technology Center, Pensacola – this is the command who pays the Navy’s share of tuition); and (3) notify the Navy College Office if you drop or change a course.

For example, if you listed ENG 101 on your TA application but change to MTH 101, please let us know.  If you listed two classes on your TA application and decide to take only one class, please let us know.

Remember also, no TA applications can be accepted once the school’s registration is over.  There are no waivers!

Evaluated Degree Plan Required

After utilizing the Navy’s Tuition Assistance (TA) program five times (no matter if at a previous duty station), students are required to have an “evaluated” degree plan.  This degree plan is developed by the college after the college has evaluated the SMART and previous college credits (if applicable).  The degree plan lists all the classes required for the degree/certificate and what the student still needs to accomplish to earn the degree/certificate.  Once the student has received five TA authorizations, the Navy will NOT fund additional until the evaluated degree plan is delivered to our office.  We will grant current students three months to acquire the evaluated degree plan.  The Navy College Office will assist students in this endeavor.

No Late TA documents Accepted

Remember, effective 01 January 2002, the Navy College Office can NO longer accept late Tuition Assistance (TA) applications.  Once late registration is over (or regular registration if the school does not have a late registration period), no TA applications can be approved.  There are no waivers for this.  Please plan to do your TA early.

Educational Opportunity Center

The EOC was established in Hampton Roads in 1979 and has served well over 40,000 individuals.  The EOC has a staff of professional counselors with many years of experience.  The EOC is a federally funded program. EOC services are FREE and OPEN TO ANYONE (active duty, reservists, retirees, family members, civilians, etc.).  Family members can come together if desired.

The EOC can provide interest inventories to see which career fields you may be interested in; counseling on local colleges and universities; and financial aid counseling by assisting in filling out the Free Application for Financial Student Aid (FAFSA) and giving students scholarship web sites.  An EOC counselor can assist you with either the paper and pencil version of the FAFSA form or the internet-based form.  Students will receive instantaneous feedback from the internet-based version while the paper and pencil version takes five to six weeks to receive feedback.

Because the EOC must report statistics to the Department of Education, personnel seeking the EOC’s assistance MUST PROVIDE INCOME DOCUMENTATION.  If you have worked and filed taxes in 2000, you must bring a copy of your 2000 1040 tax return.  If you worked but did not file taxes, please bring a copy of your 2000 W2 form.  If you are receiving public assistance, please bring a copy of the Food Stamp or Medicaid card.  If you are receiving social security, bring a statement that lists the amount received in 2000.

Process (from start to finish)

· Find out what you would like to study/who offers that program

· Receive counseling from college; fill out application; take placement exam; request previous college transcript (if applicable) and SMART.

· Complete Tuition Assistance (TA) paperwork

· Return to college to register (turn in approved TA document; pay student share).  Some schools allow you to register early/pay later – note the tuition payment date.

· Pick up text books
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
