St. Leo Univ

SLU offers courses leading toward their AA degree in liberal arts and their B. A. in Business Administration with a specialization in Health Services Management at NMCP.  SLU is popular for many reasons including:

· They accept non-traditional credits such as SMART and CLEP/DSST.

· They offer eight-week terms, minimum of five terms per year.

· They will provide an unofficial evaluation of your previous college/military credits (SMART) before you enroll so you can see how close you are to your degree.

Because they accept non-traditional college credits and offer accelerated terms, students can complete their associate and baccalaureate degrees much more quickly!  The summer SLU term will start 27 May and end 20 Jul.  Registration will run 01 through 22 May. Troy State Univ

Troy State University provides five graduate degree programs to the military community.  The main TSU office is located at the Norfolk Naval Station, and a representative provides educational counseling weekly at NMCP.  In the Hampton Roads area, TSU offers the following masters degrees:  Master of Science in Management; Master of Business Administration, Master of Public Administration, Master of Science in Human Resources Management, and Master of Science in Education.  All of these programs are thirty semester hours in length and the coursework can be completed in as little time as one year by taking two three-semester hour classes in each of the five terms.  Each term is ten weeks long, and classes meet one night each week; or Friday night/Saturday three weekends during the term.  TSU accepts up to twelve hours in graduate transfer credit, including credit for selected Professional Military Education courses and schools.  In addition, TSU has just started a new program, entitled the Executive MBA (EMBA) program.  Through a combination of group study via the Internet and on-site classes, you can receive your EMBA in 25 months.  There are 13 courses required for this program.  You may be able to transfer up to two graduate courses from other accredited institutions.

College Orien Briefing

Now is the time to start thinking about attending school during the summer.  Plan to attend our College Orientation briefing to find out what programs are available in the area and how to get started.  You need time to research what program/school meets your needs, fill out the paperwork, order transcripts (if applicable), get counseling, and get registered.  And if you are on active duty, you need time to get your Tuition Assistance (TA) paperwork approved and processed by Navy College.  Pages 7 and 8 describe the upcoming briefings.

Ed Scam

We’ve been notified that a company is currently selling Encyclopedias/Test Preparation Materials for CLEP in the California area (and other places) to unsuspecting servicemembers.  Personnel should know that there is no need to buy such materials and pay the exorbitant prices charged.  The Navy College Office has practice exams for the CLEPs and fact sheets for the DSSTs.  Also, you can find test preparation materials at the exchange, local bookstores, or the library.

ECPI College

ECPI College of Technology is offering two new technical certification programs onboard NAS Oceana.  The Windows Network Administrator Certificate Program is a series of course modules designed to prepare individuals to successfully complete the corresponding Microsoft and Comp Tia Certification Examinations, which result in A+ PC Service Technician, Network+, and Microsoft Certified Systems Administrator (MCSA) certification.  The program consists of 228 clock hours of classroom and lab instruction in PC Operating Systems, PC Maintenance, Computer Networks, and the skills and knowledge needed to manage, support, and troubleshoot existing Windows 2000 based computer networks.

Students interested in obtaining vendor neutral networking certification can take NET 155 Network+ Preparation, which provides 52 hours of classroom and lab instruction relating to computer networks.  Through hands on training, students learn the vendor-independent networking skills and concepts that affect all aspects of networking.

Accreditation

Accreditation is a system for recognizing educational institutions and affiliated professional programs which entitles them to the confidence of the educational community and public they serve.  Accreditation seeks to ensure that schools meet minimum standards of academic quality.  Accreditation also helps to make the transfer of credits and degrees earned at one college or university acceptable to another college or university with similar accreditation.  The Department of Defense authorizes tuition assistance funds to be used only at schools recognized by accrediting agencies approved by the U.S. Department of Education.  Thus, when schools say that they are accredited, that statement alone is not enough.  You should ask the question, “by whom?”

Basically, there are two types of accrediting agencies recognized by the U.S. Department of Education.  There is Regional Accreditation and there is National Accreditation.  Regional accreditation is generally considered to be the highest level of accreditation.  Most of the state and private academic institutions in the U.S. will have regional accreditation.  There are many more national accrediting agencies that accredit private (often for profit) vocational, technical, career, and some religious schools.  Generally speaking, a regionally accredited college or university does not accept for transfer courses taken from schools accredited by a national accrediting agency.  Students taking courses from schools with a national accreditation, who are planning to continue at a senior institution, should check out the transferability of those credits in advance.

Evaluated Degree Plan Required

After utilizing the Navy’s Tuition Assistance (TA) program five times (no matter if at a previous duty station), students are required to have an “evaluated” degree plan.  This degree plan is developed by the college after the college has evaluated the SMART and previous college credits (if applicable).  The degree plan lists all the classes required for the degree/certificate and what the student still needs to accomplish to earn the degree/certificate.  Once the student has received five TA authorizations, the Navy will NOT fund additional until the evaluated degree plan is delivered to our office.  We will grant current students three months to acquire the evaluated degree plan.  The Navy College Office will assist students in this endeavor.

No Late TA documents Accepted

Remember, effective 01 January 2002, the Navy College Office can NO longer accept late Tuition Assistance (TA) applications.  Once late registration is over (or regular registration if the school does not have a late registration period), no TA applications can be approved.  There are no waivers for this.  Please plan to do your TA early.

Educational Opportunity Center

The EOC was established in Hampton Roads in 1979 and has served well over 40,000 individuals.  The EOC has a staff of professional counselors with many years of experience.  The EOC is a federally funded program. EOC services are FREE and OPEN TO ANYONE (active duty, reservists, retirees, family members, civilians, etc.).  Family members can come together if desired.

The EOC can provide interest inventories to see which career fields you may be interested in; counseling on local colleges and universities; and financial aid counseling by assisting in filling out the Free Application for Financial Student Aid (FAFSA) and giving students scholarship web sites.  An EOC counselor can assist you with either the paper and pencil version of the FAFSA form or the internet-based form.  Students will receive instantaneous feedback from the internet-based version while the paper and pencil version takes five to six weeks to receive feedback.

Because the EOC must report statistics to the Department of Education, personnel seeking the EOC’s assistance MUST PROVIDE INCOME DOCUMENTATION.  If you have worked and filed taxes in 2001, you must bring a copy of your 2001 1040 tax return.  If you worked but did not file taxes, please bring a copy of your 2001 W2 form.

Process (from start to finish)

· Find out what you would like to study/who offers that program

· Receive counseling from college; fill out application; take placement exam; request previous college transcript (if applicable) and SMART.

· Complete Tuition Assistance (TA) paperwork

· Return to college to register (turn in approved TA document; pay student share).  Some schools allow you to register early/pay later – note the tuition payment date.

· Pick up text books
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
