Tidewater Comm Coll
For preparation for the upcoming fall semester, Tidewater Community College will be providing FREE math and English placement testing at NMCP.  The exams cost $4 at their campus.  This exam is available to ALL PERSONNEL (active duty, reservists, retirees, family members, civilians, etc.).  The 2 ½ hour exam will be given at the following times/days:

· 1200 Wed 01 Aug 01

· 1200 Wed 08 Aug 01

No appointment is necessary to take this exam, and there is no need for active duty personnel to be in uniform.  Please show up 15 minutes prior to the test time.  The exam will be given in bldg 272, Room 152 (across from the Command Career Counselor).  If you do not have a TCC application filed with the school, please arrive early to fill out an application.  Applications are available in the literature rack outside room 103.

In addition to the regular Monday 0900-1300 outreach days, the TCC counselor will be providing outreach on the following Wednesdays:

EDUCATIONAL OPPORTUNITY CENTER
The EOC was established in Hampton Roads in 1979 and has served well over 40,000 individuals.  The EOC has a staff of professional counselors with many years of experience.  The EOC is a federally funded program. EOC services are FREE and OPEN TO ANYONE (active duty, reservists, retirees, spouses, adult family members, civilians, etc.).  Family members can come together if desired.

The EOC can provide interest inventories to see which career fields you may be interested in; counseling on local colleges and universities; and financial aid counseling by assisting in filling out the Free Application for Financial Student Aid (FAFSA) and giving students scholarship web sites.  An EOC counselor can assist you with either the paper and pencil version of the FAFSA form or the internet-based form.  Students will receive instantaneous feedback from the internet-based version while the paper and pencil version takes five to six weeks to receive feedback.

Because the EOC must report statistics to the Department of Education, personnel seeking the EOC’s assistance MUST PROVIDE INCOME DOCUMENTATION.  If you have worked and filed taxes in 1999, you must bring a copy of your 1999 1040 tax return.  If you worked but did not file taxes, please bring a copy of your 2000 W2 form.  If you are receiving public assistance, please bring a copy of the Food Stamp or Medicaid card.  If you are receiving social security, bring a statement that lists the amount received in 2000.
