Diploma Mills

It has been brought to our attention that a non-accredited “university” is selling degrees.  The E-mail address subject is “GET YOUR DIPLOMA IN DAYS.”  The “university” is sending thousands (perhaps millions) of this same message to persons with “hotmail.com” E-mail addresses.  When the “university” was contacted, the person identified himself as a “professor.”  The “professor” said the degree offered is from a university in Switzerland, based in a person’s home.  The “professor” did indicate that it was a diploma mill and cost $1,900 for a bachelors or masters degree.  Please be aware of such scams.  If you are interested in attending school, please check with the Navy College Office to determine the institution’s accreditation.

College versus University?

The word “university” usually means a large, regionally accredited school with a great diversity of offerings.  Some universities contain several colleges, such as the College of Law or the College of Education.  Universities offer a four-year degree (a baccalaureate or bachelor’s degree).  Universities also offer master’s degrees (one or two years of academic credit past the bachelor’s).  Some universities offer a doctorate (Ph.D.) in various fields of study.  Universities are often state-supported, and if so, are referred to as public (versus private) institutions.

The word “college” usually denotes that it is a four-year institution and grants bachelor’s degrees.  The right to earn higher degrees may or may not be offered.  Colleges are usually smaller than universities and frequently have more restricted offerings.  Many colleges are state-supported.  However, many are private institutions supported by endowments, alumni contributions and higher tuition charges.  Colleges in this category are regionally accredited.

Community Colleges (sometimes referred to as “junior colleges”) are regionally accredited two-year institutions supported by state funds and local taxes.  They offer associate degrees designed to transfer into a four-year institution.  They also offer many associate and vocational certificate programs to be completed in two years or less – practical courses that lead directly to jobs, i.e., dental hygienist, air conditioning and refrigeration, criminal justice, automotive technology, and real estate.  The tuition is generally lower than four-year universities/colleges and private vocational schools.

Vocational-technical schools, institutes or colleges (referred to by some as “trade” schools) usually train students in a specific career field, such as accounting, welding, cosmetology, legal assistant, computer technology, and culinary arts.  Many (not all) are private (for profit) and charge relatively high tuition.  The entire course of study is often two years or less.  Graduates earn a diploma, certificate or an “associate” or “bachelor’s” degree.  The accreditation of a vocational institute is crucial, especially if transferability of credit is an issue.  Quality vocational institutions are accredited by one of several national accrediting bodies, such as (but not limited to) the Accrediting Commission of Career Schools and Colleges of Technology, Accrediting Council of Independent Colleges and Schools, Council on Occupational Education or the Distance Education and Training Council.

Paying for College

The price of higher education is going up, but so is the level of financial aid, according to the U.S. Department of Education.  A new resource from the Department helps families assess how much college might cost and how much aid they might be able to expect.  Its message:  many people in every income bracket receive financial assistance.

“Managing the Price of College:  A Handbook for Students and Families” lists average tuition and expenses at various types of institutions.  The handbook defines different kinds of financial aid, including grants, merit scholarships, work-study programs, loans, and tax credits.  And it offers suggestions on other ways to trim expenses.

TA Withdrawals Due to Military Duties

Due to the current circumstances caused by the recent terrorist bombings, we realize that a number of Sailors/officers may need to withdraw from their classes that were funded by Tuition Assistance (TA).  We want to make this process as easy as possible and not put an extra burden on the commands by requiring the student’s command to prepare an official letter explaining the situation.

If a student must withdraw from classes due to increased workload or deployment, the student must officially withdraw from the institution in order to receive a “W” grade for their class.  For the next four months (11 Sep through 31 Dec 01), the following procedures must be followed for students needing to withdraw:

1. Once the student has officially withdrawn, the student needs to contact our office giving his/her name, SSN, and document number (which is located on the bottom of the TA Authorization form).  If unknown, our office can research this.  We need to know which class(es) is affected.  The student also needs to let us know the withdrawal is due to military reasons.

2. Our office will contact NETPDTC to withdraw the student.  By doing this, the student will not have to pay the Navy back the Navy’s share of tuition.

EDUCATIONAL OPPORTUNITY CENTER
The EOC was established in Hampton Roads in 1979 and has served well over 40,000 individuals.  The EOC has a staff of professional counselors with many years of experience.  The EOC is a federally funded program. EOC services are FREE and OPEN TO ANYONE (active duty, reservists, retirees, spouses, adult family members, civilians, etc.).  Family members can come together if desired.

The EOC can provide interest inventories to see which career fields you may be interested in; counseling on local colleges and universities; and financial aid counseling by assisting in filling out the Free Application for Financial Student Aid (FAFSA) and giving students scholarship web sites.  An EOC counselor can assist you with either the paper and pencil version of the FAFSA form or the internet-based form.  Students will receive instantaneous feedback from the internet-based version while the paper and pencil version takes five to six weeks to receive feedback.

Because the EOC must report statistics to the Department of Education, personnel seeking the EOC’s assistance MUST PROVIDE INCOME DOCUMENTATION.  If you have worked and filed taxes in 2000, you must bring a copy of your 2000 1040 tax return.  If you worked but did not file taxes, please bring a copy of your 2000 W2 form.  If you are receiving public assistance, please bring a copy of the Food Stamp or Medicaid card.  If you are receiving social security, bring a statement that lists the amount received in 2000.
