This department is here to serve you with your credentialing and privileging and to ensure that you meet the requirements set forth by higher authority.  To do this we must work together as a team.  The PAD wants to do everything within our capabilities to make your job easier.

For better service, the provider is responsible for the following:


a.  Initiate an application for membership to the professional staff and request the broadest scope of privileges commensurate with their professional qualifications, current competence and support level available at the treatment facility.


b.  Comply with professional staff policies, procedures and bylaws. 


c.  Ensure the accuracy and currency of all credentials and privileging information reflected in their Individual Credentials File (ICF), e.g. licensure status, board certification, privilege status at other facilities and moonlighting.


d.  Inform the PAD immediately of any change in status of any professional qualifications including health status that could impair their ability to provide safe, competent authorized health care services. 


e.  Perform health care services within the scope of either the privileges granted by the privileging authority or the written plan of supervision for this practitioner required to practice under supervision. 


f.  Actively support and participate in the facility Performance Improvement Program.
