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Electives in Radiology

The department of Radiology offers an elective in general diagnostic radiology.  This course involves all radiologic modalities.  The student will gain experience in the imaging characteristics of a variety of disease processes.  

The elective rotation can vary in length; however, the course typically runs for four weeks.  Shorter or longer time frames can be accommodated.

For those persons interested in a career in radiology, it is recommended that the elective is taken in the late summer or early fall.

Evaluation of the student is typically based on clinical observation; a written test and unknown radiologic images, and submission of 2 cases (from their rotation within the department) to MEDPIX (an on-line teaching file.

Additional electives in radiology, such as musculoskeletal, neuroradiology, and interventional radiology are offered; however these are only available to those students who have already successfully completed the general elective at this facility.

Hours are generally 0730-1600 Monday through Friday and there is no overnight call.
