NMCP On-Base

Programs
Navy College sponsors three education programs at NMCP:

1. Tidewater Community College (TCC) offers courses leading toward their AAS in Nursing and health related courses.

2. Saint Leo University (SIU) offers courses leading toward their AA in liberal arts and their BA in Business Administration with a specialization in Health Services Management.

3. Troy University (TU) offers courses leading toward their Master of Science in Management with a concentration in Healthcare.
Get Counseling Now!
Now is a good time to meet with prospective college and university representatives to see what programs are available, which classes you need, and fill out all necessary paperwork.  To avoid long lines and stress, get started now!

Remember, too, most colleges and universities shut down 1-2 weeks during the holidays, and it takes two days for Navy College to process your TA application (after it has been approved by your command).  We cannot accept late TA applications, and there are no waivers for this.

On Base NMCP Classes
Off duty education programs are growing at NMCP!  We are offering more classes and more students are deciding to take classes on base.
One of the reasons our programs are growing is that we have great classroom support from Naval School of Health Sciences (NSHS).  Another reason is the professors who typically teach at NMCP have taught previously at NMCP and are well liked by their students.

TCC NMCP January Classes
Tidewater Community College’s upcoming Spring semester runs 10 January to 09 May 2005.  They also offer two 8 week sessions (09 January to 04 March and 14 March to 06 May).
TCC will administer their math and English placement exams for FREE here at NMCP on a monthly basis.  The exam is FREE to ALL PERSONNEL (active duty, civilians, contractors, family members, guests, etc.).  Exam costs $5 at the campus.

Both portions (math/Engl) last 2 ½ hours.  You may take only math or English, if desired.  There is no need to make an appointment; however, late arrivals will NOT be admitted.  Please show up 15 minutes prior to test time.  Active duty personnel do not need to be in uniform.

The math/Engl placement exam will be given at 0900 and again at 1200 on Friday 5 Nov and 10 Dec.

No Late TA Applications
Remember, effective 01 January 2002, the Navy College Office can NO longer accept late Tuition Assistance (TA) applications.  Once late registration is over (or regular registration if the school does not have a late registration period), no TA applications can be approved.  There are no waivers for this.  Please plan to do your TA early.  Remember, it takes Navy College Office two days to process your TA applications (once your command has approved it).  Sometimes it takes longer if there are problems (such as grades missing, money owed, etc.).  Please plan accordingly.

Evaluated Degree Plan Required
After utilizing the Navy’s Tuition Assistance (TA) program five times (no matter if at a previous duty station), students are required to have an “evaluated” degree plan.  This degree plan is developed by the college after the college has evaluated the SMART and previous college credits (if applicable).

The degree plan lists all the classes required for the degree/certificate and what the student still needs to accomplish to earn the degree/certificate.
