FY03 TA Policy

This is a reminder about the FY03 Tuition Assistance (TA) policy.  Each Sailor is entitled to 100% tuition but is limited to 12 semester hours (or 18 quarter hours, 180 clock hours, or 18 CEU’s) per fiscal year.  There is also a $250 per semester hour cap.

Sailors should go to the Navy College web site for detailed information on the new TA policy at https://www.navycollege.navy.mil.  This web site will explain the new policy, include questions and answers, and also list the fees the Navy will pay.  Click on “Financial Aid,” then at the drop down box, click on “Tuition Assistance.”

The Navy will fund all fees which are mandatory and published.  Students must provide this information to our office.

If the student drops a class for one of the below scenarios, the credits are added back to the 12 semester hour cap:

1. If a student withdraws during drop/add and the school does not bill the Navy.

2. If a student never registers for the class.

3. If a student withdraws from a class (voluntary withdrawal) and reimburses the Navy.

4. If a student receives a waiver for class withdrawal from their command (an approved involuntary waiver) due to emergency leave, TAD, hospitalization, mobilization, etc.

IT IS IMPERATIVE THAT THE STUDENT CONTACT THE SCHOOL AND NAVY COLLEGE, AND IT IS EXTREMELY IMPORTANT THAT THIS BE DONE IN A TIMELY FASION IN ORDER TO USE THE CREDITS AGAIN.  It takes time to process the paperwork.

Waiver Request for 12 SH Cap

In case you have difficulty downloading the information from our web site, the following is the information concerning the waiver request.

Waivers to semester hour limits will be considered for exceptional circumstances.  Waiver requests must be submitted via the applicant’s Commanding Officer to Commander, Naval Education and Training Command; Education Programs; Bldg 628, 250 Dallas Street; Pensacola, FL  32508-5220 or they can be faxed to DSN 922-2510 or Commercial (850) 452-2510.  To confirm NETC (formerly called CNET) receipt of TA waiver request, E-mail NCC@cnet.navy.mil and identify the E-mail as:  Subject:  TA WAIVER RECEIPT CONFIRMATION.

Waivers to NETC must contain all of the following:

a. Name, rank/rate, social security number/designator

b. Eligibility for (specify one) Montgomery GI Bill (MGIB) or Veterans Educational Assistance Program (VEAP) benefits

c. Additional semester hours requested

d. Course title(s) and description(s)

e. Current degree program

f. Semester hours completed to date and required to complete current degree program

g. Transcripts from current degree program (summary is acceptable if request is submitted via RMG).  Transcripts may include SMART, SOCNAV Agreements, unofficial college transcripts or unofficial college evaluations

h. Commanding Officer’s justification for exception

NETC awards the waivers and sends a copy of the waiver letters to the Sailor via his/her Commanding Officer.  Since it will take time to develop the waiver request, early planning is essential.  Please bring a copy of your approval letter to our office.

What happens if you are mobilized & using TA

We realize a number of Sailors may need to withdraw from their classes that were funded by up front Tuition Assistance (TA).  We want to make this process as easy as possible and not put an extra burden on commands by requiring the student’s command to prepare an official letter explaining the situation.  The following procedures are acceptable for the period from 1 January until 31 March 2003:

a. Student officially withdraws from the college.

b. Student informs Navy College that they have withdrawn due to military reasons.

Students need to officially withdraw from their classes to receive an involuntary “W” grade rather than an “F” grade.  While the Navy pays for the enrollment with an involuntary “W” grade, the student will NOT need to reimburse the government.  If the student receives an “F” grade, regardless of the reasons for withdrawal, the student is required to reimburse the Navy.

GI BILL

If you are eligible for the Montgomery GI Bill (MGIB), you may use it for funding beyond the 12 semester hour cap and if your class costs more than the new cap of $250 per semester hour.  For more information on the MGIB, go to their web site at www.gibill.va.gov.

All TA will be up front

Effective 01 Apr 2003 for Navy personnel, all TA will be paid up-front, regardless of course length.  The Navy will no longer reimburse Sailors for TA.  However, remember, we cannot fund courses after the Sailor’s EAOS date.  Officers still incur a two-year obliserve, which is concurrent with other obliserve commitments.

NCPDLP Education Fair 15 April

The Navy has formal agreements with 18 academic institutions to offer Navy rate-related degrees via distance learning to Sailors deployed worldwide.  This is called the Navy College Distance Learning Partnership program.  There will be an area wide education fair at each of the five Navy bases the week of 14 Apr.

The schools will be at NMCP on Tuesday 15 April 1000-1400 in the crew’s library, in building 1.  More information will be forthcoming.

DANTES CLEP Testing News

College Level Examination Program (CLEP) paper-based examinations will be withdrawn over the next year.  For example, the Natural Science, College Mathematics, and English Composition CLEP Generals will be withdrawn on 30 Nov.  If you are interested in taking CLEP exams, please prepare to take these exams before they are withdrawn.  You can test at Norfolk Naval Station (444-7453); Little Creek Amphibious Base (462-8279), Oceana (433-3129), and Dam Neck (492-6183).  Do NOT test at the prometric test centers because the Navy does NOT fund these exams.  You can stop by and pick up a practice exam from our office.  We also have a regional test schedule to let you know each of the bases’ testing schedule.

Beware Fake Diplomas

The U.S. General Accounting Office (GAO) recently released results of their year-long undercover investigation of diploma mills.  One well-known diploma mill offered degrees in 161 majors.  The investigators bought a “premium package” from the company.  It cost $1,515 and included a bachelor’s degree, honors distinctions, and access to an office that verifies the legitimacy of the degrees over the telephone.  The investigators referred this company to the Federal Trade Commission and the U. S. Postal Service for further investigation.

For HM and DT rates (and many other rates as well), Coastline Community College and Thomas Edison State College offer associate degrees.

Troy State Univ

At NMCP, TSU offers courses leading toward the Master of Science degree in Management.

TSU’s Term IV starts 17 Mar and ends 18 May.  Registration will be held from 03 until 14 Mar.  For educational advising and registration, please contact the TSU rep. Coastline Comm Coll

Coastline Community College (CCC) is one of the Navy College Program Distance Learning Partnership schools to offer rate-related associate degrees via distance education.  For the HM/DT rate, the degree option is in Health Science Technology.  CCC has other options for other rates.  They will accept up to 40 semester hours for previous military training (SMART), CLEPs, etc.  You only need to complete four classes with CCC to meet their residency requirement.  CCC has partnered with four-year institutions to offer baccalaureate degrees via distance education as well.

All of Coastline’s courses are delivered via CD Rom and the Internet.  Courses consist of four open-book and open-notes online quizzes, as well as a proctored midterm and proctored final exam.  Some courses will also include a research paper.  The Coastline rep can proctor these exams during her outreach times.

While a student does need to have online capability, this does not mean that s/he needs to spend a lot of time online or has to be on line at certain times.  Students are able to download course material; then simply go back online to submit quizzes and coursework.  Most students are able to do so by going online once or twice a week.

Students have access to an instructor via phone, E-mail or fax.

Coastline has partnered with the following schools to allow students to finish a Bachelor’s degree:  University of Maryland University College; Governor’s State University, Fort Hays University, Excelsior College, and Thomas Edison State College.

Their next term runs 07 Apr – 31 May.  You need to start the registration process now.

Registration can be done a few ways.  One way is to visit the Navy College Office or the Coastline rep and pick up the Coastline registration packet.  This packet includes the list of classes offered as well as the forms that need to be completed.

You may also register online at the Coastline web site which is http://mil.ccc.cccd.edu , click on “The Navy College Program”, then click on “Steps to Registration.”

No matter which method you use to register, you still need to fax in the TA Authorization form (the form approved by Navy College) to Coastline Community College in California at (714) 241-6270.

Coastline has a new on line course, entitled English Composition.  Students must take an English placement exam, which can be administered by the Coastline representative during her outreach days.

You can visit the Coastline rep at NMCP for an unofficial evaluation of your military credits (SMART) and previous college (if applicable).  See page 7 for CCC NMCP days/times and contact info.

Thomas Edison State College

TESC is another partnership school to offer rate-related associate and baccalaureate degrees via distance education.  For example, HMs can obtain an associate degree in Applied Health Studies.  A focus may be obtained based on your NEC.

Classes start monthly.

Due to the popularity of TESC programs at NMCP, Ms. Desiree Drindak, TESC representative, will provide weekly advising and registration services at NMCP starting Wed 05 Mar 1000-1400. ECPI College of Technology

ECPI College of Technology has recently lowered the cost of their Fiber Optics Installer and MCSE programs offered under Military Affairs.  Students who complete their enrollment at the Virginia Beach or Newport News campuses will normally be charged the commercial rate.  Students can be assured of receiving the special military rates by enrolling through the NAS Oceana Office. Evaluated Degree Plan Required

After utilizing the Navy’s Tuition Assistance (TA) program five times (no matter if at a previous duty station), students are required to have an “evaluated” degree plan.  This degree plan is developed by the college after the college has evaluated the SMART and previous college credits (if applicable).  The degree plan lists all the classes required for the degree/certificate and what the student still needs to accomplish to earn the degree/certificate.  Once the student has received five TA authorizations, the Navy will NOT fund additional until the evaluated degree plan is delivered to our office.  We will grant current students three months to acquire the evaluated degree plan.  The Navy College Office will assist students in this endeavor.

No Late TA documents Accepted

Remember, effective 01 January 2002, the Navy College Office can NO longer accept late Tuition Assistance (TA) applications.  Once late registration is over (or regular registration if the school does not have a late registration period), no TA applications can be approved.  There are no waivers for this.  Please plan to do your TA early.  Remember, it takes Navy College Office one day to process your TA applications (once your command has approved it).  Sometimes it takes longer if there are problems (such as grades missing, money owed, etc.).  Please plan accordingly.

Educational Opportunity Center

The EOC was established in Hampton Roads in 1979 and has served well over 40,000 individuals.  The EOC has a staff of professional counselors with many years of experience.  The EOC is a federally funded program. EOC services are FREE and OPEN TO ANYONE (active duty, reservists, retirees, family members, civilians, etc.).  Family members can come together if desired.

The EOC can provide interest inventories to see which career fields you may be interested in; counseling on local colleges and universities; and financial aid counseling by assisting in filling out the Free Application for Financial Student Aid (FAFSA) and giving students scholarship web sites.  An EOC counselor can assist you with either the paper-and-pencil version of the FAFSA form or the internet-based form.  Students will receive instantaneous feedback from the internet-based version while the paper and pencil version takes five to six weeks to receive feedback.

Because the EOC must report statistics to the Department of Education, personnel seeking the EOC’s assistance MUST PROVIDE INCOME DOCUMENTATION.  If you have worked and filed taxes in 2002, you must bring a copy of your 2002 1040 tax return.  If you worked but did not file taxes, please bring a copy of your 2002 W2 form.
