VA Update
Thanks to the provisions in the FY01 National Defense Authorization Act (PL 106-419), some participants in the Veterans Educational Assistance Program (VEAP) are eligible for enrollment in the Montgomery GI Bill (MGIB).

To qualify, a person must have been a VEAP participant, must have been on active duty on 9 Oct 96, and remained continuously on active duty through 1 Apr 2000.  It is not necessary that they currently have contributions in their VEAP account.  A $2,700 non-refundable contribution is required and must be paid in full within 18 months of the date of conversion to MGIB.  Conversions must be completed on or before 31 Oct 01.

While MGIB is generally considered a more generous program, those eligible to convert are encouraged to get full VA counseling before withdrawing from VEAP and electing MGIB.  In some cases, it may be advantageous to use VEAP benefits in order to maximize the 48-month limitation of benefits for two programs.  Also, there is a period between withdrawal from VEAP and the full payment of the $2,700 enrollment fee where participants are not eligible for benefits from either program.

The Navy’s MGIB Manager at BUPERS is still in the process of mailing out packets to all Sailors who are eligible to convert to the MGIB.  Once you complete the documents in the package, take it to PSD for processing.  Please be patient.  If you do not receive your package by the beginning of May 2001, call 1-800-962-1425.

Navy College Learning Ctrs

The Navy College Learning Centers (NCLCs) can help you prepare for the standardized tests required by college or commissioning programs.  Whether you’re taking the SAT or ACT or other standardized test, the free, self-paced courses at the NCLCs can help you prepare to do your best.  The NCLCs offer 27 academic courses to help students prepare for college, CLEP exams, retaking the ASVAB, and more.  Most of these tests measure your learning potential by evaluating your current academic ability.  Math courses at the NCLCs cover basic operations through advanced topics in algebra, trigonometry, geometry, and calculus.  The English course helps you refresh the grammar and writing rules you may not have thought about since high school.

The Life and Job Skills course includes quizzes to identify your work interests, abilities, and communication style.  Scenarios follow which show you how to capitalize on your strengths while avoiding communication pitfalls.  

All courses at the NCLCs are computer-based and flexible enough to meet your individual work schedule and ability level.  The NCLCs are open to active duty members, retirees, reservists, and their adult family members.

All eligible personnel are encouraged to take advantage of this excellent, free resource.  NCLCs are located at Naval Station Norfolk 444-8217; Naval Amphib base Little Creek 462-3135, and NAS Oceana 433-2284.

EDUCATIONAL OPPORTUNITY CENTER
The EOC was established in Hampton Roads in 1979 and has served well over 40,000 individuals.  The EOC has a staff of professional counselors with many years of experience.  The EOC is a federally funded program. EOC services are FREE and OPEN TO ANYONE (active duty, reservists, retirees, spouses, adult family members, civilians, etc.).  Family members can come together if desired.

The EOC can provide interest inventories to see which career fields you may be interested in; counseling on local colleges and universities; and financial aid counseling by assisting in filling out the Free Application for Financial Student Aid (FAFSA) and giving students scholarship web sites.  An EOC counselor can assist you with either the paper and pencil version of the FAFSA form or the internet-based form.  Students will receive instantaneous feedback from the internet-based version while the paper and pencil version takes five to six weeks to receive feedback.

Because the EOC must report statistics to the Department of Education, personnel seeking the EOC’s assistance MUST PROVIDE INCOME DOCUMENTATION.  If you have worked and filed taxes in 1999, you must bring a copy of your 1999 1040 tax return.  If you worked but did not file taxes, please bring a copy of your 2000 W2 form.  If you are receiving public assistance, please bring a copy of the Food Stamp or Medicaid card.  If you are receiving social security, bring a statement that lists the amount received in 2000.
