Alternate Sources of $$$
Funding a college education is always a challenge.  It is even more of a challenge when students lack adequate financial assistance or the means to pay tuition costs, books and fees.  Active duty military students have the Tuition Assistance (TA) program and Montgomery GI Bill (MGIB), which pays for college tuition costs, and helps them to achieve their educational objectives.  Tuition Assistance currently pays up to 100% of tuition costs within allowable caps.  Students are responsible for the cost of books and supplies.

However, the military TA program is not available to civilians, military spouses, children and retirees, though retirees may have certain benefits from the Veterans Administration.  The biggest challenge facing any prospective student is ‘how do I get help, or find the necessary dollars to fund a college education’?

There are many sources available for all prospective students, military or civilian, young and old and even high school graduates pursuing continuing education.  The Federal Government is the largest supplier of all student aid or financial assistance.  

According to the U.S. Department of Education statistics, about “70% (over $42 billion) annually is funneled through various education and financial aid programs”.  Federal aid is obtainable through grants, loans, and work-study programs.  Some of the largest and most popular federal student aid programs are:  Federal Pell Grants, Stafford Loans, PLUS Loans, Consolidation Loans, FSEOG, Federal Perkins Loans, and Federal Work-study Loans.

The new Navy E-Learning website offers more than 800 information technology (IT) courses, 350 soft skill (i.e. leadership and management) courses, and 37 military courses via a single, integrated portal.  The goal of Navy E-Learning is to provide access to courses that provide the knowledge and skills the Navy workforce needs to empower themselves and foster lifelong learning habits.  Individuals logging into Navy E-Learning will be able to control the time, place, and extent of learning.

Information on the Navy College Program (NCP) and information from the Navy Advancement Center can be accessed directly via Navy E-Learning.  Users can search the catalog of courses by identifying skills or occupations of interest.  They can identify personal skills they want to improve, assess their level of proficiency, track improvements and identify Navy E-Learning courses aimed at developing the selected skills.  Navy E-Learning will also manage, track and record course usage and completions.

Navy E-Learning is available at no cost to all DON personnel and family members enrolled in DEERS; that includes active duty, reserve, civil service employees and active duty family members.  Naval personnel with access to the Internet, either from work or home, can access Navy E-Learning 24 hours a day, seven days a week.

Evaluated Degree Plan Required

After utilizing the Navy’s Tuition Assistance (TA) program five times (no matter if at a previous duty station), students are required to have an “evaluated” degree plan.  This degree plan is developed by the college after the college has evaluated the SMART and previous college credits (if applicable).  The degree plan lists all the classes required for the degree/certificate and what the student still needs to accomplish to earn the degree/certificate.  Once the student has received five TA authorizations, the Navy will NOT fund additional until the evaluated degree plan is delivered to our office.  We will grant current students three months to acquire the evaluated degree plan.  The Navy College Office will assist students in this endeavor.

No Late TA documents Accepted

Remember, effective 01 January 2002, the Navy College Office can NO longer accept late Tuition Assistance (TA) applications.  Once late registration is over (or regular registration if the school does not have a late registration period), no TA applications can be approved.  There are no waivers for this.  Please plan to do your TA early.  Remember, it takes Navy College Office one day to process your TA applications (once your command has approved it).  Sometimes it takes longer if there are problems (such as grades missing, money owed, etc.).  Please plan accordingly.

Educational Opportunity Center

The EOC was established in Hampton Roads in 1979 and has served well over 40,000 individuals.  The EOC has a staff of professional counselors with many years of experience.  The EOC is a federally funded program. EOC services are FREE and OPEN TO ANYONE (active duty, reservists, retirees, family members, civilians, etc.).  Family members can come together if desired.

The EOC can provide interest inventories to see which career fields you may be interested in; counseling on local colleges and universities; and financial aid counseling by assisting in filling out the Free Application for Financial Student Aid (FAFSA) and giving students scholarship web sites.  An EOC counselor can assist you with either the paper-and-pencil version of the FAFSA form or the internet-based form.  Students will receive instantaneous feedback from the internet-based version while the paper and pencil version takes five to six weeks to receive feedback.

Because the EOC must report statistics to the Department of Education, personnel seeking the EOC’s assistance MUST PROVIDE INCOME DOCUMENTATION.  If you have worked and filed taxes in 2002, you must bring a copy of your 2002 1040 tax return.  If you worked but did not file taxes, please bring a copy of your 2002 W2 form.
