Now is the tine to get started in preparation for the upcoming fall semester.  It takes time to request previous college transcripts (if applicable), receive academic advising, process Tuition Assistance (TA) application, attend the TA and “Get Started” briefings, and register for classes.
“Get Started” Briefing

It is required for all personnel who have less than 12 semester hours of college credit who want to have an individual counseling appointment with a Navy College counselor. NMCP On Base

Programs
Navy College sponsors three education programs at NMCP:

1. Tidewater Community College (TCC) offers courses leading toward their AAS in Nursing and health related courses.

2. St. Leo University (SIU) offers courses leading toward their AA in liberal arts and their BA in Business Administration with a specialization in Health Services Management

3. Troy State University (TSU) offers courses leading toward their Master of Science in Management with a concentration in Healthcare Management.

Tidewater Community College

TCC’s fall term will run 21 Aug – 15 December.  Registration will be from 14 July until 20 Aug.  Below is a tentative schedule of TCC NMCP on base classes.  You will notice that we are offering some new classes such as ACQ 121, Acquisitions & Procurement, and AST 295, Medical Insurance Coding.  And this is the first time TCC is offering three science classes in the same semester.

Some of the classes are eight weeks in length, and some classes will be held on Saturdays.

The first eight weeks will run 21 Aug until 15 Oct.  The second eight weeks will run 16 Oct until 15 Dec.  You can register for the second eight-week classes up until 15 Oct.

Coastline Community College

You may be closer to a degree than you think!  CCC offers rate-related associate degrees via distance education to Sailors worldwide under the Navy College Program Distance Learning Partnership program.  CCC allows Servicemembers to maximize their military credit by awarding up to 40 semester hours  (that is 2/3 of the associate degree!) for your Navy schooling, rating, and NEC.  Only 12 semester hours must be taken with Coastline to satisfy the residency requirement.  These courses are offered via Internet and CD-ROM.

Interested in a Bachelor’s Degree???  Coastline has a partnership program with several schools that will allow you to complete your associate’s degree with us and then transfer in as a junior to one of our five partner schools.

Coastline has made some curriculum changes desired to benefit the student in several ways:

· Coastline now offers a Communication 100 course that can be taken online; this course meets Public Speaking degree requirement.

· Students can now take English 100 through distance learning.  For more info on placement test, contact the CCC NMCP rep.

· Coastline does not require students to take a math class.  Instead, students must meet “math competency.”  This can be done by having technical math on your SMART transcript, having completed high school Algebra with a grade of a “C” or better, passing a placement test, or completing a college level Algebra course.

Coastline’s next term runs 16 June – 10 Aug.  CCC NMCP rep provides academic advising on Tuesdays and Thursdays 0900-1300.  See Page 5 for contact information.

Thomas Edison State College

TESC is another Navy College Program Distance Learning Partnership school.  They offer associate and baccalaureate degrees via distance learning.  TESC also accepts ACE recommended credit from your SMART transcript.  Not only does TESC offer courses via Internet, they also offer courses via exam; thereby eliminating the need for computer to complete the course.  Students need only to take six semester hours (usually two courses) to meet their residency requirements, and courses start every month.

Vincennes University

The Navy College Office at NMCP is pleased to announce that the Thomas Edison State College representative has been hired by Vincennes University to provide academic advising and registration services.

VU is another Navy College Program Distance Learning Partnership school.  VU is a four- year institution, and has partnered with the Navy for many different rates, including MA, PN, SH, SK, YN, and technical rates as well.

Be Careful of Diploma Mills!!

Dr. John Bear is a well-known author who publishes a book every two years entitled Bear’s Guide to Earning Degrees by Distance Learning.  The latest edition, which is the 15th, has just come out.

The new edition of this book outlines 513 diploma mills, an INCREASE of 112 from the last version of the book!!  There are also 160 UNRECOGNIZED accrediting agencies.  Servicemembers need to be extra cautious and aware that the diploma mill “industry” is on the rise.  Accreditation is a tricky thing.

Please make sure you visit the Navy College Office before you start any program to ensure the accreditation of the school you are interested in.  One good start is attending the “Getting Started in College” brief.  Different types of accreditation are discussed, among other topics.  See Page 2 for the schedule of these briefs.

ECPI College of Technology

ECPI offers classes leading to an Associate of Applied Science degree with a major in Information Technology/Networking at NAS Oceana.  The core of the program consists of 21 Information Technology (IT) related courses encompassing the installation, administration, and maintenance of a variety of client and server based network operating systems in the local area network (LAN) and wide area network (WAN) environments.

Registration for Term 4 begins on 10 June and classes end of 15 Jul.  This unique on-base educational program offers students with a significantly reduced tuition rate and the opportunity to pursue IT certifications while pursuing their degree.

Evaluated Degree Plan Required

After utilizing the Navy’s Tuition Assistance (TA) program five times (no matter if at a previous duty station), students are required to have an “evaluated” degree plan.  This degree plan is developed by the college after the college has evaluated the SMART and previous college credits (if applicable).  The degree plan lists all the classes required for the degree/certificate and what the student still needs to accomplish to earn the degree/certificate.  Once the student has received five TA authorizations, the Navy will NOT fund additional until the evaluated degree plan is delivered to our office.  We will grant current students three months to acquire the evaluated degree plan.  The Navy College Office will assist students in this endeavor.

No Late TA documents Accepted

Remember, effective 01 January 2002, the Navy College Office can NO longer accept late Tuition Assistance (TA) applications.  Once late registration is over (or regular registration if the school does not have a late registration period), no TA applications can be approved.  There are no waivers for this.  Please plan to do your TA early.  Remember, it takes Navy College Office one day to process your TA applications (once your command has approved it).  Sometimes it takes longer if there are problems (such as grades missing, money owed, etc.).  Please plan accordingly.

Educational Opportunity Center

The EOC was established in Hampton Roads in 1979 and has served well over 40,000 individuals.  The EOC has a staff of professional counselors with many years of experience.  The EOC is a federally funded program. EOC services are FREE and OPEN TO ANYONE (active duty, reservists, retirees, family members, civilians, etc.).  Family members can come together if desired.

The EOC can provide interest inventories to see which career fields you may be interested in; counseling on local colleges and universities; and financial aid counseling by assisting in filling out the Free Application for Financial Student Aid (FAFSA) and giving students scholarship web sites.  An EOC counselor can assist you with either the paper-and-pencil version of the FAFSA form or the internet-based form.  Students will receive instantaneous feedback from the internet-based version while the paper and pencil version takes five to six weeks to receive feedback.

Because the EOC must report statistics to the Department of Education, personnel seeking the EOC’s assistance MUST PROVIDE INCOME DOCUMENTATION.  If you have worked and filed taxes in 2002, you must bring a copy of your 2002 1040 tax return.  If you worked but did not file taxes, please bring a copy of your 2002 W2 form.
