Tidewater Community College’s registration continues until the day class starts.  The term starts 21 Aug and ends 15 December.

St. Leo University’s registration continues until 14 Aug.  Classes start 18 Aug and end 11 Oct.

Troy State University’s (graduate program) registration ends 03 Aug.  Their fall term starts 05 Aug and ends 12 Oct.

NMCP On Base

Programs
Navy College sponsors three education programs at NMCP:

1. Tidewater Community College (TCC) offers courses leading toward their AAS in Nursing and health related courses.

2. St. Leo University (SIU) offers courses leading toward their AA in liberal arts and their BA in Business Administration with a specialization in Health Services Management

3. Troy State University (TSU) offers courses leading toward their Master of Science in Management with a concentration in Healthcare Management.

Tidewater Community College

TCC’s fall term will run 21 Aug – 15 December.  Registration will continue until 20 Aug.

Some of the classes are eight weeks in length, and some classes are held on Saturdays.

The first eight weeks will run 21 Aug until 15 Oct.  The second eight weeks will run 16 Oct until 15 Dec.  You can register for the second eight-week classes up until 15 Oct.

For the first time, TCC will be offering a couple of new classes:

AST 295 - Medical Insurance Coding – the course will teach students how to use a Physicians’ Current Procedural Terminology, current edition (CPT-4), and the International Classification of Diseases, current edition (ICD-9) for basic knowledge in medical coding for accurate reimbursement.  Current AMA and HCFA guidelines, laws, and regulations will be reviewed.

ACQ 121 – Intro to Acquisitions and Procurement – the course emphasizes contracting with the government.  Covers the entire government/industry contracting cycle including funding, procurement methods, types of contracts, selection, and contract administration.

For those students who have registered early, you must pay (turn in approved by Navy College TA) to TCC by 1830 05 August, or you will be dropped from the class.  You will then have to re-register.  You run the risk of not getting into your class.  It is imperative that you submit your Application for Tuition Assistance to your command as soon as possible.  It takes time for the command to approve it, and Navy College Office has a one-day turn around to process the application.  There are no exceptions to this!  If there are problems such as grades missing, money owed, etc., this will hold up the approval of your TA.  Please plan accordingly!

The NMCP TCC representative, Ms. “San” Cassandra Harris provides outreach three days a week at NMCP:  Mon and Fri 0900-1330 and Wed 1300-1530, except where noted on Page 3.

In preparation for the upcoming Fall semester, the TCC NMCP representative, Ms. “San” Cassandra Harris, will be providing their math and English placement exam FOR FREE TO ALL PERSONNEL (civilians, family members, contractors, etc.) on the following days/times at NMCP:  0730 Monday 04 Aug.  Math/Engl placement testing will be held in room 152 (across from Command Career Counselor).  Advising will be available on Monday 04 Aug from 1000-1330 only.  Advising will be held in room 103 (across from the Credit Union)

St. Leo Univ
St. Leo University (SLU) offers 5 eight-week terms per year.  By accepting non traditional college credit such as those listed on your SMART and offering accelerated semesters, students can earn their associate and bachelor degrees much quicker.  For an unofficial evaluation of your previous college, including SMART, please visit the SLU rep during her outreach days/times.  No appointment is necessary.

Their upcoming Fall I term will start 18 Aug and end 11 Oct.  Registration will continue until 13 Aug.

For the first time, SLU will be offering two computer science classes and a criminology class:

COM 130 – PC Applications - this class will give students hands-on experience in using the operating system, word processing, spreadsheets, database management, and telecommunications.  If you are interested in brushing up your skills or learning new skills, this is the class for you.

COM 202 – Intro to Computer Information Systems – this course covers information management principles and systems, number systems and how they are used in computers; the relationship among the many parts of the computer and how they interact; and the basics of networks.

CRM 330 – Organized Crime –this course discusses the history and current activities of organized crime groups in the U.S.  There is a strong emphasis on law enforcement, prosecution, and public policy considerations.  An international perspective is taken.

Troy State Univ

At NMCP, TSU offers courses leading toward the Master of Science degree in Management. For educational advising and registration, please contact the TSU rep.

Their fall term starts 05 Aug and ends 12 Oct 2003.  Registration will continue until 03 Aug.

For the first time, TSU will be offering two classes here at NMCP:

IS 6679, Management Information Systems – this course offers an overview of Information Technology, problems, and issues within both the public and private sectors.  Conceptual and practical foundations of information processing systems, support for management and decision-making functions, computer systems, project management, implementation and evaluation are also addressed.  This course is designed to be both instructive and practical.

HAS 6682 – Health Care Planning and Management - This course stresses application of traditional management concepts to a variety of health service operational issues; analyzes similarities and differences in management in health service organization (HSO) and other organizational models; and formulates new organizational designs and management practices appropriate to current HSO environments; and evaluates adequacy of new models.  This is a new course.

CLEP WITHDRAWALS

The following paper-based CLEP exams have been withdrawn:  Humanities CLEP general; General Biology; General Chemistry; Western Civilization Parts I and II; and College Level German.

At this time, students who take CLEP exams at a national (computer based testing) test site (vice military test site) will have to pay and administrative fee ($10-25) and the cost of the exam ($50).  The military is NOT paying for these fees at this time.

In April 2004, 14 of the most popular CLEP exams will be made available again in paper and pencil mode.  Stay tuned for updated information.

NAVY KNOWLEDGE ONLINE
Are you writing a paper or need information for college, work, or pleasure?  Need more material than you can find through Internet searches, or can’t get to the local library?  Try visiting the Navy Knowledge Online (KNO) and tapping into the Gale Expanded Academic ASAP and Student Resource Center (College Edition).

Brought to NKO by the Navy General Library Program, the Gale resources are the result of a partnership between the library program and The Gale Group.  The partnership provides Sailors access to full text resources including over 40,000 primary source documents and one of the most comprehensive collections of magazines and journals in virtually all subject areas.  Also being featured on NKO are sample LCEP and SAT tests and CLEP Study Guides.  Other materials available include data on colleges and universities, distance learning programs, financial aid, test preparation, and career exploration materials. E-books PILOT Available on Navy E-Learning

Navy E-Learning, the Navy’s distance learning program, initiated a new pilot recently.  Books 24x7 will be available on the Navy E-Learning website until 17 August.  Books 24x7 provides access to hundreds of e-books contained within the IT Pro and Business Pro collections.

The IT Pro Collections is targeted toward technology professions including developers, administrators, technology executives, and technology representatives.  The Business Pro Collection includes topics such as business skills and professional development.  Books 24x7 is provided by SkillSoft Corporation, who also supplies over 450 soft skill courses on Navy E-Learning.

According to Peg David, the Navy E-Learning program manager, the pilot is being conducted to test the e-book product and see if it meets the needs or requirements of our Sailors and Marines in the fleet and other DoN users.  “Navy E-Learning was designed to make education accessible to our Sailors at home and in remote locations.  E-books is simply another resource we’d like to add to the Navy E-Learning arsenal,” said Mr. David.

Evaluated Degree Plan Required

After utilizing the Navy’s Tuition Assistance (TA) program five times (no matter if at a previous duty station), students are required to have an “evaluated” degree plan.  This degree plan is developed by the college after the college has evaluated the SMART and previous college credits (if applicable).  The degree plan lists all the classes required for the degree/certificate and what the student still needs to accomplish to earn the degree/certificate.  Once the student has received five TA authorizations, the Navy will NOT fund additional until the evaluated degree plan is delivered to our office.  We will grant current students three months to acquire the evaluated degree plan.  The Navy College Office will assist students in this endeavor.

No Late TA documents Accepted

Remember, effective 01 January 2002, the Navy College Office can NO longer accept late Tuition Assistance (TA) applications.  Once late registration is over (or regular registration if the school does not have a late registration period), no TA applications can be approved.  There are no waivers for this.  Please plan to do your TA early.  Remember, it takes Navy College Office one day to process your TA applications (once your command has approved it).  Sometimes it takes longer if there are problems (such as grades missing, money owed, etc.).  Please plan accordingly.

Educational Opportunity Center

The EOC was established in Hampton Roads in 1979 and has served well over 40,000 individuals.  The EOC has a staff of professional counselors with many years of experience.  The EOC is a federally funded program. EOC services are FREE and OPEN TO ANYONE (active duty, reservists, retirees, family members, civilians, etc.).  Family members can come together if desired.

The EOC can provide interest inventories to see which career fields you may be interested in; counseling on local colleges and universities; and financial aid counseling by assisting in filling out the Free Application for Financial Student Aid (FAFSA) and giving students scholarship web sites.  An EOC counselor can assist you with either the paper-and-pencil version of the FAFSA form or the internet-based form.  Students will receive instantaneous feedback from the internet-based version while the paper and pencil version takes five to six weeks to receive feedback.

Because the EOC must report statistics to the Department of Education, personnel seeking the EOC’s assistance MUST PROVIDE INCOME DOCUMENTATION.  If you have worked and filed taxes in 2002, you must bring a copy of your 2002 1040 tax return.  If you worked but did not file taxes, please bring a copy of your 2002 W2 form.

The EOC is located in downtown Norfolk at 121 College Place, Suite 200.  You may contact Mr. Darryl Greenwell (see page 4) to make an appointment for when he provides outreach to NMCP.
