3. Troy State University (TSU) offers courses leading toward their Master of Science in Management with a concentration in Healthcare Management.

Tidewater Community College

TCC’s Fall II term will start 16 Oct and end 15 Dec.  Registration is ongoing and ends the day classes start.

Remember, you need to start the Tuition Assistance and registration process early.  It takes time to go through the school’s application/registration process.  Also, remember, Navy College Office has a one day turn around to process TA applications (after you have already had your command approval).  There are no exceptions to this!  If there are problems such as grades missing, money owed, etc., this will hold up the approval of your TA.  Please plan accordingly!

The TCC NMCP rep provides academic advising/registration three days a week.  See page 5 for contact information.

St. Leo Univ
St. Leo University (SLU) offers 5 eight-week terms per year.  By accepting non traditional college credit such as those listed on your SMART and offering accelerated semesters, students can earn their associate and bachelor degrees much quicker.  For an unofficial evaluation of your previous college, including SMART, please visit the SLU rep during her outreach days/times.  No appointment is necessary.

Their upcoming Fall II term will start 20 Oct and end 13 Dec.  Registration will be held during 29 Sep until 16 Oct.

Troy State Univ

At NMCP, TSU offers courses leading toward the Master of Science degree in Management. For educational advising and registration, please contact the TSU rep.

Their Fall II term starts 13 Oct and ends 21 Dec.  Registration will run 29 Sep until 10 Oct.

TUITION ASSISTANCE (TA)

As of this publication, the Navy expects FY04 TA policy to be the same as current FY03 TA policy.  Below are basic information IRT TA.  Students need to attend a TA briefing to get complete details:

· The Navy funds 100% of tuition & fees for 12 SH per FY with $250 per SH cap (caps exist for QH, CH, & CEUs).  The Navy funds all required fees to take the class.  The Navy does NOT fund application, evaluation, or graduation fees.  The Navy does NOT fund CMEs/CNEs.

· School & course(s) desired must be from an accredited institution.  Check with Navy College if you are unsure.

· Enlisted personnel must remain on ACDU throughout the duration of school term.  If your EAOS is before term ending date, you must show ID card or proof of reenlistment/extension.

· Officers must obligate 2 years of service.  2 years are concurrent & start from the class ending date.

· Once you have selected a school, seek counseling from the college.  Fill out all necessary paperwork for school admission, take math/Engl placement exam, if necessary,  and request previous college transcripts (if applicable).  The school reps will assist you in selecting courses and inform you of their registration process.

· Fill out TA application listing your school, term dates, course information, and tuition/fee information.  The TA application MUST be brought in before the end of registration.  We cannot accept late TA applications, and there are no waivers for this.

· Your command signs the TA application (by direction authority is fine).  Check with your chain of command on any other requirements necessary to participate in the TA program.

· Bring the approved (by your command) TA application to the Navy College Office.  We have a one-day turn around to process this.  Return the next day after 1200 to pick up the TA authorization form.

· Deliver this authorization form to your school.  This allows the school to bill the Navy for the government share.  If you make any changes (change class, drop a class, never register for class), you MUST report them to the Navy College Office.

· Make sure you register for the class.

· Attend a one-time, mandatory TA briefing.  We allow you to process your first TA application, and then attend the TA briefing.  All of the rules and procedures governing TA are discussed in this briefing.

· The Navy funds “lateral degrees.”  For example, if you have a bachelor’s degree already (whether the Navy funded it or not), the Navy will fund a second bachelor’s degree.

ECPI College of Technology
ECPI College of Technology is now offering an Associate of Applied Science (AAS) degree in Computer and Information Science with a major in Information Technology/Networking, on board NAS Oceana.  In this hands on, skills centered program, which consists of 21 Information Technology related courses, students will learn to install, administer, and troubleshoot local and wide area networks, which utilize Microsoft, Novell, and Unix network operating systems.  Advance classes in network security and Cisco router configuration are included in the program.  Degree seeking students will have the opportunity to pursue a variety of IT certifications including:  Microsoft Certified Systems Administrator (MCSA), Cisco Certified Network Associate (CCNA), and CompTIA A+ and N+ certification.  Degree program graduates are eligible for job placement assistance and the on base classes are offered at a reduced tuition cost.

Registration for the next term is on going and classes start 18 Sep.  The following courses will be offered:

NET 203, Windows Network Management

NET 185, Novell Operating System

NET 157, Networking I

NET 201, Intro to Computer Configuration

Fiber Optics Installer Certification

ECPI also offers the Electronic Technician Associations (ETA) Fiber Optics Installer Certification course on board NAS Oceana and Naval Station Norfolk.  The course consists of classroom and hands on laboratory instruction in the characteristics, preparation and installation of the Fiber Optic cable.  Students are instructed in the various tools and techniques utilized to splice, test and terminate fiber optic cable.  The ECPI instructor administers the ETA Fiber Optics Installer Certification exam on the last day of class.

The class is taught over 4 Saturdays from 0800-1430.  Upcoming class dates are 27 Sep – 18 Oct at Norfolk Naval Station and 1 – 22 Nov at NAS Oceana.  Registration for both classes is ongoing.

Evaluated Degree Plan Required

After utilizing the Navy’s Tuition Assistance (TA) program five times (no matter if at a previous duty station), students are required to have an “evaluated” degree plan.  This degree plan is developed by the college after the college has evaluated the SMART and previous college credits (if applicable).  The degree plan lists all the classes required for the degree/certificate and what the student still needs to accomplish to earn the degree/certificate.  Once the student has received five TA authorizations, the Navy will NOT fund additional until the evaluated degree plan is delivered to our office.  We will grant current students three months to acquire the evaluated degree plan.  The Navy College Office will assist students in this endeavor.

No Late TA documents Accepted

Remember, effective 01 January 2002, the Navy College Office can NO longer accept late Tuition Assistance (TA) applications.  Once late registration is over (or regular registration if the school does not have a late registration period), no TA applications can be approved.  There are no waivers for this.  Please plan to do your TA early.  Remember, it takes Navy College Office one day to process your TA applications (once your command has approved it).  Sometimes it takes longer if there are problems (such as grades missing, money owed, etc.).  Please plan accordingly.

Educational Opportunity Center

The EOC was established in Hampton Roads in 1979 and has served well over 40,000 individuals.  The EOC has a staff of professional counselors with many years of experience.  The EOC is a federally funded program. EOC services are FREE and OPEN TO ANYONE (active duty, reservists, retirees, family members, civilians, etc.).  Family members can come together if desired.

The EOC can provide interest inventories to see which career fields you may be interested in; counseling on local colleges and universities; and financial aid counseling by assisting in filling out the Free Application for Financial Student Aid (FAFSA) and giving students scholarship web sites.  An EOC counselor can assist you with either the paper-and-pencil version of the FAFSA form or the internet-based form.  Students will receive instantaneous feedback from the internet-based version while the paper and pencil version takes five to six weeks to receive feedback.

Because the EOC must report statistics to the Department of Education, personnel seeking the EOC’s assistance MUST PROVIDE INCOME DOCUMENTATION.  If you have worked and filed taxes in 2002, you must bring a copy of your 2002 1040 tax return.  If you worked but did not file taxes, please bring a copy of your 2002 W2 form.

The EOC is located in downtown Norfolk at 121 College Place, Suite 200.  You may contact Mr. Darryl Greenwell (see page 5) to make an appointment for when he provides outreach to NMCP.
