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Naval Medical Center Portsmouth and its clinics will vaccinate ONLY its TRICARE Prime, TRICARE Plus and TRICARE Prime Network high-risk patients from Oct. 22 - Nov. 13.  

After that time, vaccinations will be opened to all high-risk TRICARE Standard, EXTRA and TRICARE For Life beneficiaries while vaccine supplies last.  

HIGH-RISK GROUPS INCLUDE:

· Individuals 65 years and older

· Children age 6 - 23 months

· Adults and children 2 years and older with chronic lung (COPD and Asthma) or heart disorders including Congestive Heart Failure, Heart attack, Coronary Artery Disease, and Angina (does not include high blood pressure or high cholesterol) 
· Pregnant women

· Adults and children 2 years of age and older with chronic metabolic diseases (including diabetes), kidney diseases, blood disorders (such as sickle cell anemia), or weakened immune systems, including persons with HIV/AIDS, which have required frequent follow-up or hospitalization in the past 2 years.  

· Children and teenagers, 6 months - 18 years of age, who take aspirin daily

· Parents of infants under the age of 6 months  (children under 6 months cannot be vaccinated)

BRING WITH YOU: Immunization records, TRICARE Prime card/ID card, a prescription for immunization from your Primary Care Manager or other proof of high-risk status.
