CERTIFIED NURSE ANESTHETIST - CORE PRIVILEGES

The nurse anesthetist is a licensed independent practitioner responsible for the anesthetic management of patients in all age groups rendered unconscious or insensitive to pain and emotional stress during surgical, obstetrical, dental and certain medical procedures, including preoperative, intraoperative, and postoperative monitoring, evaluation and treatment:

Management of fluid, electrolyte, and metabolic parameters

Resuscitation 

*
Management of malignant hyperthermia

*
Manipulation of cardiovascular parameters

*
Manipulation of body temperature

*
Intravenous conscious sedation and analgesia

*
Treatment of hypovolemia from any cause

*
Management of respiratory parameters

*
Treatment of unconscious patients

*
Initiation and management of patient-controlled analgesia,


intrathecal and epidural 

Procedures:

*
Local and regional anesthesia with and without sedation,


including topical and infiltration, minor and major nerve 
blocks, intravenous blocks, spinal, epidural and major plexus


blocks

General anesthesia, including invasive monitoring, respiratory


therapy airway management to include emergency cricothyroidotomy

Release of patients from the care of the anesthesia service 

*
Provision of anesthesia-related consultative services for other


health care providers when requested
